What to put in a landfill bin: What NOT to put in a landfill bin:

Plastics: packaging, take out containers, bags,
caps and lids, stretch wrap, bakery/meat trays,
plates, utensils, and empty prescription vials
Styrofoam and packing peanuts

Motor oil and antifreeze containers

Paper: disposable diapers, ribbons or dirty foil
wrapping paper, wax and plastic-coated
cardboard, dirty or soiled paper and food-soiled
food boxes

Used tissues and paper towels with cleaning
solutions

Glass

Aluminum and tin

Metal (no medical sharps)

Garden hoses

Pet waste and litter

Electronic devices

Large appliances

Batteries

Mattresses

Mercury-containing products

Medical sharps and other waste from home
medical care
